Subcommittee also recommends buying in prior years at Robertson County EMS, Inc, increase match from 
150% to 175% but leaving 8 years vesting period and rule 75 or 30 years to retire the same.  
Commissioner Yezak states he has a problem with buying years not with us and paying for any portion of 
dependents insurance. 
It is recommended that Robertson EMS, Inc. money be used to buy prior years of service.
